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I. Eligibility

a. Team Eligibility 

i. A team shall be eligible for entrance/participation in the PCRHL providing that the team represents a college, university, or other institute of higher learning within the greater Philadelphia area.

ii. A team shall be eligible for play within the Tier of their choosing.

iii. More than one team from a given institute shall be eligible for play within the PCRHL.

1. The team(s) in question may choose – of their own accord – in which tiers each team shall play.

2. Teams from the same institution that compete in the same tier must do so independently of each other, with no roster privileges afforded to teams from the same institution that compete in separate tiers.

iv. The PCRHL Board of Directors reserves the right to grant or reject teams wishing to participate in the PCRHL, based on the best interest of the league.
b. Player Eligibility

i. A player shall be eligible to play for a team in the PCRHL if the player is a current accredited student at the institute for which team the player wishes to play.

ii. The PCRHL does not discriminate between undergraduate and graduate enrollment.

iii. Players exempt from the above eligibility rules include:

1. Players not in class but enrolled in a recognized co-op/work study program

2. Players who participate in a particular PCRHL while an accredited student, but who graduate prior to the end of the PCRHL season

3. Players who are club members at an institute in such a case that the institute’s club member eligibility supercedes PCRHL player eligibility

iv. Players NOT exempt from the above eligibility rules include:

1. Players not currently enrolled at the institute in question

2. Players enrolled but not accredited (without reasonable substitute affiliation as determined by the PCRHL) at an institute

3. Players only enrolled in an institute other than the one in question 

v. In the event that a player transfers from one institute to another in the middle of a season, the player shall have the choice to finish the season on either institute’s team, but not both.

c. Roster Eligibility 
i. A team’s roster shall consist of all players registered with the PCRHL, via the league’s information officer.

ii. The official roster for a team shall be displayed on the PCRHL statistics webpage, or other noted area of public access.
iii. The roster for a team in a particular tier shall include all players that appear on the team’s tier roster, as well as the players that appear on rosters from all lowered tiered teams from the same organization.  

1. The players that appear on a lower tier team’s roster are inherently part of a higher tier team’s roster, and need not explicitly appear on the roster.

iv. Players that appear on only a particular team’s tier roster may not appear or play for teams in a lower tier.

v. Players may be added to or removed from a team’s roster at any point during the season, prior to the playoffs, provided that the roster move does not conflict with any league rules as specified in this, or other official league documents.

1. To add or remove a player from a team’s roster, the team’s recognized Associated Clubs Committee (ACC) representative shall contact the PCRHL via the league’s information officer, with the request.
vi. Players on a lower tier team’s roster may be included on either or both of a higher tier team’s rosters during the regular season – provided that the organization has two teams competing in the higher tier.  

1. Players may not appear on both higher tier team’s rosters at any point during the playoffs.
a. The first playoff game in which players in this situation compete shall determine the playoff roster on which the player(s) will be placed.
d. Playoff Eligibility

i. A player shall be eligible to play for a team in the PCRHL playoffs, provided that the player has been rostered on the team in question during the regular season.  

1. Playoff eligibility for team rosters in different tiers follow regular season roster eligibility restrictions (roster inheritance)

ii. There is a 4-game minimum game requirement for players to be eligible for playoffs
1. These 4 games may include games played on higher tiered teams rosters of the same institute.

iii. Players exempt from the above rules include only:

1. A goaltender from a team from a certain institute that competes in the same tier as the team in question. 

a. This may only occur if the team in question loses their goaltender to injury (or other event as approved by the league)

iv. The league may grant roster exceptions on a per case basis (for example, but not limited to goaltender replacement)

II. Rinks

a. The league shall hold games and compete at approved rinks in approved facilities, as approved by the ACC.

i. Consistent with the PCRHL Charter, the league shall hold games in and/or around the greater Philadelphia area
III. Officials

a. Personnel

i. Games shall be officiated by referees as approved by the ACC.

ii. The league may reserve the right to select and govern a specific set of officials, lest an arbitrary contingent of certified rink/facility officials be used. 
iii. The officials shall call play based on the rules and regulations set forth by the USA Hockey In-Line (USAHIL) rulebook.

1. Local rink rules may supercede the USAHIL rulebook in the event that teams are notified and/or aware of the rule(s) in question.

2. PCRHL Game Rules may supercede the USAHIL rulebook and local rink rules in the event that teams are notified and/or aware of the rule(s) in question.

iv. For each game, there shall be three officials including two (2) referees and one (1) scorekeeper.

1. Games that are officiated by less than three officials shall be considered legitimately played and completed games.

2. Teams involved in game(s) as prescribed above, may file a complaint with the league via the PCRHL Chairman, with the BoD holding the power to rule on the legitimacy of the game(s) in question.

b. Payment of officials

i. Payment of the officials shall come from the league in the event that league-governed officials are used.

ii. Payment of the officials shall come from the rink/facility in the event that the rink/facility officials are used.  
c. The PCRHL Board of Directors (BoD) and ACC shall rule in all matters pertaining to the use of officials.

IV. Game Play
a. Rules At-large
i. PCRHL games shall played under the rules and guidelines set forth by the USAHIL, unless superceded by local rink rules, or PCRHL rules as prescribed in this, or other official league document(s).
b. Regular Season Rules
i. Games shall be played in three 15-minute periods, with 1-minute intermissions between periods.

1. The clocks shall run throughout the entire game, except for the following:

a. During a referee timeout

b. During an injury timeout

c. Within the last two minutes of a game, provided that the difference in goals between the two teams is two (2) or less.

c. Overtime Rules

i. In the event of a game that is tied following a full three periods, one 5-minute, sudden-death, running-clock, overtime period shall be played.
ii. Players on the court shall be reduced by one per team from the number of players on the court in regulation, provided that number is not lower than two.  Examples:

1. 4-on-4 regulation would be played 3-on-3

2. 4-on-3 regulation would be played 3-on-2

3. 4-on-2 regulation would be played 4-on-2 until the first stoppage after the penalty(ies) that reduce the personal to 2 expire

iii. The team that scores the winning goal in overtime shall be assessed a win.

iv. The team that yields the winning goal in overtime shall be assessed a loss.

v. If both teams are tied after the overtime period, the game shall end with both teams being assessed a tie. 

d. Playoff Rules

i. Playoffs shall be determined at the beginning of each season, by the BoD and ACC, and documented in Appendix A of this document
ii. The playoff structure for a given year shall be outlined to the BoD and ACC.
iii. Overtime in the playoffs shall follow the same format as in the regular season, with the following exceptions:
1. Overtime period(s) shall be 15-minutes in length.

2. Overtime period(s) shall be continuous 15-minute period(s) until a winner is decided.  
3. The game shall not end in a tie.

V. Uniforms

a. Jerseys

i. All teams are required to have matching jerseys with words or a logo indicating the school which they represent.

ii. Jerseys are highly recommended to be identical save for name, number and C/A distinction, however predominant color and team distinction are priorities

1. Exceptions shall be made on a case-by-case basis as approved by the PCRHL League Commissioner.

iii. Teams are encouraged to have two different colored sets of jerseys (commonly referred to as ‘home’ and ‘away’) for use when playing an opposing team with a similar colored jersey

b. Pants

i. Teams are encouraged to have matching hockey pants, or at least of the same predominant color.

ii. All players must have roller hockey pants (or ice hockey pants/socks as allowed by local rink regulations) 

c. Equipment

i. All non-goaltending players shall have the following mandatory protective equipment:
1. Roller hockey skates

2. Shin pads

3. Gloves

4. Hockey helmet

5. Full face shield or cage

ii. It is recommended that all non-goaltending players have the following mandatory protective equipment:

1. Elbow pads 

2. Protective supporter (cup)

3. Girdle

iii. All goaltenders shall have the following mandatory protective equipment:

1. Roller hockey skates

2. Leg pads

3. Protective pants

4. Chest protector

5. Catcher

6. Blocker 

7. Helmet w/cage in place or attached

iv. It is recommended that all goaltenders have the following mandatory protective equipment:

1. Protective supporter (cup)

2. Throat guard/dangler

VI. League Fees

a. All league fees shall be announced at the start of the season

b. All league fees shall be inclusive and payable to the local rink (the rink shall provide all bills and receipts

i. Payment of league fees shall be made on a schedule as agreed upon by the rink and the team representatives and/or school officials processing payment

c. Failure to pay shall result in punishment as agreed upon by the rink and the PCRHL League Commissioner
